e Scholarships are for tuition assistance only (not to include living expenses, room and board,
etc) for professional training at a non-profit school located in the United States.

e All candidates must be United States citizens and have permanent residence status in
Jefferson or Clallam County.

e Candidates may submit only one scholarship application to KCPT per calendar year.
